Please encourage your child
to visit the library for additional reading materials throughout the summer. Complete the form (on the back of
this letter) for all books read over the summer. These lists will be collected by the teachers.

Your child will also benefit from a weekly review of all math facts to ensure the mastery of them, necessary for
success in the next school year.
